1. INTENTION

2.1 Technical Support for Establishing Technology Centre

This will cover to identification of relevant machines & equipments involving the following
value addition efforts of CMTI personnel:-

» Scrutinizing the specifications drawn by ACDRI for machines/equipment required
for the Cluster.

» Scrutinizing the techno-commercial comparative statement of the bids received
from the supplier

» Recommendation for selection of machines and equipments based on techno-
economic considerations.

» Acceptance of the machines for its conformance as per purchase order or test
chart. In case the acceptance has to be done at suppliers place, the deputation
charges and travel expenses to be borne by Cluster.

» Working out a model for cost estimate to fix the Hourly rate for machines.

» Assistance in training the personnel for operation/maintaining of machines/
equipments during installation. This includes briefing about the machine and its
concepts for about a day.

2.2 Technical Support for running Technology Centre (Optional)
This service will be provided by CMTI optionally to Clusters for running and managing the
technology Centre. A proposed model for this is as under :

Technical Committee :

The Committee will comprise of Industry Representatives and a Senior Officer from CMTI.
It will give overall directions on technical matters and formulate requisite measures for
efficient running of the Centre.

To be recruited exclusively for running the Centre on contract basis and he will be

responsible for achieving the stipulated targets and results. He will report to CMTI on all
matters.
